In those days:  Elijah [the prophet] arose and went to 
Zarephath; and when he came to the gate of the city, 
behold, a widow was there gathering sticks; and he 
called to her and said, "Bring me a little water in a ves-
sel, that I may drink."  And as she was going to bring 
it, he called to her and said, "Bring me a morsel of 
bread in your hand."  And she said, "As the LORD 
your God lives, I have nothing baked, only a handful 
of meal in a jar, and a little oil in a pitcher; and now, I 
am gathering a couple of sticks, that I may go in and 
prepare it for myself and my son, that we may eat it, 
and die."  And Elijah said to her, "Fear not; go and do 
as you have said; but first make me a little cake of it 
and bring it to me, and afterward make for yourself and 
your son.  For thus says the LORD the God of Israel, 
'The jar of meal shall not be spent, and the pitcher of 
oil shall not fail, until the day that the LORD sends 
rain upon the earth.'"

Nor was it to offer himself repeatedly, as the high 
priest enters the Holy Place yearly with blood not his 
own; for then he would have had to suffer repeatedly 
since the foundation of the world. But as it is, he has 
appeared once for all at the end of the age to put away 
sin by the sacrifice of himself.  And just as it is ap-
pointed for men to die once, and after that comes judg-
ment, so Christ, having been offered once to bear the 
sins of many, will appear a second time, not to deal 
with sin but to save those who are eagerly waiting for 
him.

In the Office of Readings from the Liturgy of the 
Hours, I was recently reminded of the teaching of St. 
Cyril of Jerusalem.  One day this past week, his in-
struction concerning the importance of our 
knowledge of the Profession of Faith was empha-
sized.  In it, he insisted that those being instructed 
ñbe content to listen to the simple words of the creed 
and to memorize them é inscribe them across your 
heart.ò 
 
Listening prayerfully to these words of wisdom, calls 
us to engage reflectively and attentively the truths 
contained in this great summary of the faith.  Wheth-
er reciting the Apostlesô Creed when offering the Ro-
sary or proclaiming the Nicene Creed at Mass on 
Sundays and Solemnities, so doing we give voice to 
the fullness of faith that has sustained the saints 
through the ages.  Great spiritual benefit may be de-
rived from considering the truths contained therein in 
extended meditation or thematic study of the articles 
of the Creed as expounded in Sacred Scripture. 
 

I want to invite you all to spend time with the content 
of the text of the Creed this coming week.  Through 
our shared reflection, may God grant that our unity 

of faith be deeply confirmed, our hearts and minds 
renewed, and our devotion to Christ as revealed in 
the Profession of Faith strengthened.
