Brethren:  Knowing that a man is not justified by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ, we have be-

lieved in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in Christ, and not by works of the law, because by works of 

the law shall no one be justified.

At that time:  One of the Pharisees asked him to eat 
with him, and he went into the Pharisee's house, and 
took sat at table.

When I made the announcement about my appointment 
in the Ordinariate and the upcoming move, it seemed 
that we would have plenty of time before it would  
impact our life in the parish.  Obviously, that has not 
been the case; and I have found myself nearly overcome 
with emotion this past week with the realization of how 
much I will miss you all.  That passing sorrow always 
yields to a profound joyfulness for the privilege of  
having served you these past few years.  I speak often  
to others of your faithfulness and deep devotion.  In 
fact, just before sitting down to write this brief reflec-
tion, I had a phone conversation with Bishop Kevin 
Vann with whom I shared my abiding sense of your 
wellbeing, grounded in faithfulness to Christ and his 
Church.

I am confident that St. Mary’s will continue to be 
the wonderful parish I know it to be, will continue to 
flourish and thrive, because we live, love, and work in 
the name of Jesus.  We gratefully serve Almighty God 
whom we are bold to call "Our Father,” and we are em-
powered and inspired by the Spirit that dwells among 
and within us.
