|| ON FURTHER REFLECTION

fiThis Little Light of MineO
By Fr. Timothy Perkins

I recently encouraged you to spend time listening for
the Word of God, because I am trying to be very
intentional about doing so myself. As I was listening
to the Gospel at Mass this past Thursday what partic-
ularly captured my attention was the importance of
light. With the challenge, filf any man has ears to
hear, let him hear,0 and fiTake heed what you hear,0
Jesus asks, fils a lamp brought in to be put under a
bushel, or under a bed, and not on a stand?0 see (
Mark 4:21-25). Under a bushel, the flame would go
out, being deprived of oxygen. Under a bed, it
would likely start a fire. Only when placed on a
stand can a lamp enlighten.

The faith that we share illumines our minds. By its
light, we perceive the truth of the Gospel and recog-
nize the nearness of the Kingdom of God. We see
clearly how to distinguish right and wrong and rec-
ognize, being attentive to what see, the direction and
purpose in our lives. By the light of faith, we know
who and whose we are.

When we are inattentive, failing to fiTake heed,0 our
sight is dimmed. We become fipeople that walk in
darknessO who yet need to see fia great light.0 In the
dark we stumble, become confused, and unless we
come to light, are lost. Jesus, the Light of the World,
shines in glory, but if we cover over or neglect the
faith his light brings, we lose go about blindly, stum-
bling and falling and losing our way.

Instead, we should strive to place the lamp of faith
flon a stand,0to put it into such daily practice, by
prayer, reading and meditating on Scripture, and acts
inspired by love so as to lift up the light of Christ in
order to see. filn thy light do we see lightO (Psalm
36:9). The brightness of Christ shines upon us
though practice of our faith. May we have grace al-
ways to let it shine.
