All Saints and All Soulsɀɯare holy days that reveal important dogmas and doctrines of the Catholic faith.  They can 

be summed up in the line from the Preface from the Mass for the Dead; that Ɂlife is changed not ended, and when 

this earthly dwelling turns to dust, an eternal dwelling is made ready for them in heaven.ɂɯThese two days are 

signs of immense hope; God gives us so many ways to live lives of holiness so that death is a moment in time 

when life is changed, not ended.  If we truly believe that, then it will change how we view our lives and how we 

really should strive for holiness in everyday life.  It is time to put aside the non-Catholic notion that everyone will 

go to heaven. ɁDoes anyone really believe in Purgatory anymore?ɂɯɯYes, everyone should.  It makes perfect sense 

–ɯandɯ–ɯit is a further way God so very much wants us to get to heaven.  This stems from the Churchɀs practice of 

prayer for the departed.  We pray for them in the Mass and during funerals.  Even though we may confess all our 

mortal and venial sins when they happen, maybe even on our deathbed, there are still some sins we may have 

forgotten, or sins we were not aware we committed, such as gossip that wounded someone; all those must be pu-

rified before we may enter the gates of heaven.  And that happens in purgatory.  Our time of purification may be 

momentary, in a blink of an eye, or it may be longer.  We donɀt know, but Ɂthe crucial thing to note is thatȱthe 

Ɂholy soulsɂɯdeserve our prayer because of their goodness.  Their presence in purgatory is a proof of their faith, 

hope and charity.ɂɯɯBecause we share in the life of Christ it is natural to both pray for the holy souls and to seek 

their prayers. 

 

When we say a rosary we say the Apostleɀs Creed.  And we say the phrase ɁI believeȱin the communion of 

saints.ɂɯɯWe are saying Ɂthat we believe that there exists a union, a fellowship ȱamong all souls in whom dwells 

the Holy Spirit.ɂɯWe are the Church Militant, those living souls on earth still struggling against sin and error.  The 

souls in purgatory are also members of the communion of saints.  They Ɂare established in grace forever, even 

though their minor sins and debts of penance have still to be purified.  They are the Church Suffering.  Then there 

is the Church Triumphant, who are all the souls in heaven. 

 

All Souls Day, November 2, is the day we specifically and intentionally pray for all the souls in purgatory.   

Here is how you can obtain a Plenary Indulgence: 

*make a good confession within a week before or after All Souls. 

*be free from all attachment to sin, even venial sin, for a plenary indulgence. 

*visit a church and itɀs graveyard to pray for the faithful departed. 

*say one ɁOur Fatherɂɯand the ɁCreedɂɯduring a visit to the church. 

*say one ɁOur Fatherɂɯand one ɁHail Maryɂɯfor the Popeɀs monthly intentions. 

*receive Holy Communion, on the same day or soon after.   

 

We are all souls Ɂbound together by the supernatural chain of faith and hope and loveɂɯwhere separation is im-

possible and the prayers of those who have gone before us can help us traverse through the many troubles we 

encounter and the weaknesses of our own nature; as we pray for all the saints and for all the souls in purgatory.
